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Project Highlights 
 
This project was one of the first project 
commissioned by the Rouge Program Office to 
utilize GIS technologies in support of storm 
water management activities. The project 
conducted a pilot study in an area covering 
about 25 percent of the Township. The pilot 
study was designed to establish the protocols 
and procedures for the rest of the Township. 
 
The project developed an inventory of the land 
use in the pilot area, which was confirmed by 
both recent surveyed ground control and from 
the 1930’s state wide land survey control. In 
addition, the storm drainage network for four 
special study areas were defined by mapping 
the pipes, catch basins, flow meters and rain 
gages.  Data collection from the flow meters 
and rain gages was completed under a separate 
project and not as part of this project. 

 

Major Elements 
 
O Review of the 1930 state wide land survey 

control points as a viable data set in today’s 
GIS projects 

O A land inventory and related base map to 
define the land use within the pilot area. 

O Mapping of the drainage network (pipes, 
catch basins) in the four special monitoring 
areas. 

O Classification and verification of Rouge 
Program Office data sets that had been 
created for the Township. 

 

Project Results 
 

O A review of the 1930 statewide land survey 
control data set for use with current GIS 
projects. GPS values were taken at the 
1930 control point locations and compared 
to the 1930 surveyed location. Over 40% of 
the 1930 control points were within a foot 
of the GPS values with over 95% within 2 
feet. 

O The development of a land use inventory 
within the GIS for use in defining the four 
special monitoring areas. 

O The development of the storm drainage 
network to support the four special 
monitoring areas. 

O GIS data sets from the project that have 
been integrated into the Rouge Program 
Office GIS environment.
